
 

Players begin standing in a circle.

One player begins in the middle of the circle. They are the splatter.

All players clasp their hands together, leaving their index fingers

straight to create their 'splatters'.

The splatter randomly points to a player and says 'SPLAT'.

This player ducks and the players either side of the 'ducker' must

'splat' each other by pointing to the other and saying “SPLAT!”

The last player to do this is out and must sit down. 

The splatter then chooses someone else to point to.

When only two players remain they stand back to back and take

slow steps away from one another until the splatter says...SPLAT.

The winner is the quickest player to splat the other. 

How to play: 

 

Ensure children are spaced 2m apart. 

Change the leader each time.
